1. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

1. What is the purpose of this project? Provide a brief description. 

The purpose of the project is to support a hospital in the Tsunami area.   

It is the Takautoung Hospital 69/2 M2 Tambon Khog-koil Ampur Takautoung Phang-nga 82140 

The Takautoung (Kok-kloi Hospital) is a municipal public utility institution. 

In the course of the catastrophe, they were treating and taking care for many  victims at this hospital despite its 
insufficient equipment. Compared to western standards it is to be seen as a “bush hospital”. Providing it with modern 
equipment and additional apparatuses would definitely improve the medical health care. As it usually is a place for lots of 
accouchements the main focus of the devices requested is on equipment for the treatment of pregnancies and neonates. 

 

1. How will it meet the needs of the community? 

The hospital is open for all social classes. 

There are 30 beds, 2 doctors, 30 nurses, 2 dentists and 40 support staff. 

About 7500 patients visit the OPD /month, IPD 25 persons/day ; 80 persons/day the emergency room;etc. 

Over 300 victims of the Tsunami catastrophe were treated on 26. Dez. 2004 and the following days and weeks.

- RC Freyung-Grafenau and RC Patong-Beach are working close together, around the maximum use from the donations. 

- Both clubs have regular contact by e-mail and phone. 

- The PC Patong-Beach has made available a technical adviser, Mr. Mark Sundrakes M.D., who supports and supervises 
the purchase of the devices. 

- One of the donators from Germany, Mr. Herbert Bortolotti, even a victim of the Tsunami, (he lost his wife) will visit the 
hospital during his stay in Thailand of 20. Dec. - 16. Jan. 

- It is planned that a member of the RC Freyung-Grafenau, visits the hospital in 2006 and reports about the conversion of 
the donations.
